V. Guest Speakers
		Eddie Lincoln-Seattle Youth Initiative 
· Been with SU for almost 2 years to work with the Youth Initiative
· Specific area: Bailey Gatzert 
· Early learning/ early intervention is very important
· Students entering Bailey Gatzert are generally 12-14 months behind
· Liaison between school district and SU
· “Community School”: taking community supporters  in partnership with schools and parents in order to improve the quality of schools
· Priority: take kids that are the most behind academically to give them more 1:1 attention with tutors
· Almost a year ago, SU donated about 40 computers to Bailey Gatzert 
· Target corporation has stepped up as a community partner to donate computers and funds to SUYI
· All programs are run by Seattle University students
· All students receive training before starting work with SUYI (more than at any other program)
· Programs vary per school; Bailey Gatzert has the most programs because they were the initial SUYI school 
· Parents have been asking for students who speak other languages to help translate/help with foreign languages
· SUYI is working on shuttle services for volunteers. The primary issue is cost allocation 
· Center for Service has an ongoing sign-up policy for volunteering 
· SUYI is currently working on new and more marketing techniques 
· Serving dinner during an informational meeting in each of the dorms at the beginning of next quarter 
· In the next year or two, there are no plans to expand; focus is on sustainability and focusing on the families as a whole
· Many parents can’t read or write in their native language, let alone English
· Looking for funding for family literacy programs, culture classes, etc. 
· SU students are already involved in the family literacy program
· SUYI staff goes through extensive cultural competency/ sensitivity training 
· Working on  developing a major centered around service/ non-profit work 
· Partnered with the YMCA for a summer program that was a mix of sports and academics
· Student athletes helped to run the athletic portion 
· For the first time, students in the SUYI neighborhood made academic gains over the summer instead of losing knowledge retention 
· Through summer programs developed by SUYI/SU
