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Endorsement Verification for Chemistry
(Secondary Level: Grades 5-12)

Added Endorsement Requirements: Applicants with an academic major in Chemistry have a significant advantage in applying for the Chemistry endorsement. At the same time, the College of Education recognizes that life-long learners can acquire competencies through work experiences and independent study. Therefore if you desire an endorsement in Chemistry, you must meet the following minimum requirements: 

1) Have a minimum of 20 quarter/14 semester credits in Chemistry including a lab course and pass the West E test for Chemistry.

2) Complete this form including coursework that you plan to complete.  Match the subject area to your coursework. Courses can be listed in more than one category if appropriate but credits are only counted once.  If a course title does not specifically identify a content area, the candidate must submit additional documentation. Acceptable documentation includes 1) copy of catalog course description and front cover, indicating name of institution and year course was taken, 2) syllabus, or 3) letter from the chair of the department.

3) Life experiences and/or independent study will be considered in lieu of specific coursework if judged appropriate by the Certification Officer.  Concisely describe these experiences on a separate document. You will be asked to provide additional documentation. However, you must meet the minimum credit requirements.

4) Submit this filled-in and signed form, any verification documents, OFFICIAL transcripts for all listed courses, and a check made out to Seattle University for the amount of endorsement evaluation service fee.
