2. TIMELINE AND BUDGET WORKSHEET    
This is a worksheet to help you organize the timeline and budget for your project. It’s also designed to help the review committee assess your proposal. Since the emphasis of this program is on building relationships with people who can help you think about students’ learning and the course you’ll be teaching, no more than $100 of your budget can be designated towards purchasing books or course materials. We’ve provided eight rows for itemization, but there is no need to use all the rows. Double click inside the Excel spreadsheet below, and it should automatically open and perform the calculations for you. If your project is funded, you’ll receive the money in the form of a stipend (i.e. it will be added to one of your paychecks). Your salary is taxed, of course, so if you asked for $100, after taxes you might only receive $65. To adjust for taxes, the spreadsheet will automatically add 33% to the amount you request.
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 Expected dates might be as specific as “August 10-13” or as approximate as “by the end of May.”
