 Foreign language study aims at broadening the 
scope of the student's intellectual development by 
affording both a facility in foreign languages and 
knowledge of other cultures. This end is achieved 
through the major programs in foreign languages or 
double majors that couple a major or minor in a foreign 
language with a major in another field. 
 Learning about another culture and civilization—
its history, geography, literature, and art—through the 
medium of its language leads to a better understanding 
of one's self and the world in which we live. To achieve 
this goal, all foreign languages are taught in their cul-
tural context. Courses in Chinese, French, Italian, Japa-
nese, and Spanish are taught in the vernacular.

University Core (UCOR)  
Requirements 

 

 The Core curriculum is Seattle University’s 
common undergraduate educational experience. 
The key elements of this curriculum are founda-
tional knowledge in several relevant disciplines, 
critical inquiry, reflection on learning and values, 
and preparation for life as effective and ethical 
global citizens. It invites students into engaged 
learning about themselves, their communities, 
and the world. The Core is a thoughtfully de-
signed, integrated curriculum created to help all 
SU students grow as scholars, as citizens, and as 
reflective and engaged whole persons, ready to 
make a difference in the world.   
 Students who complete an approved Asso-
ciates degree (DTA) will be guaranteed junior 
standing (90 quarter transfer credits) upon admis-
sion to Seattle University, and 8 of the University 
Core requirements will be waived. The following 
five Core courses must be taken at SU or another 
Jesuit institution: 
 
• UCOR 2100 Theological Explorations 
• UCOR 2500 Philosophy of the Human Person 
• UCOR 2900 Ethical Reasoning 
• UCOR 3000 level Global Challenges  
• Capstone course in your major
